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DAY ONE. MONDAY

We met our participants at Jerez airport for tla@dfer to the Hotel Dufain. On the way
we stopped in Chiclana Town for a drink so we caalldyet to know each other. After
this we took the short journey to the hotel forabm. It was decided then that we would
meet at 10 o’clock in the morning to allow timeuopack and time to recover from the
trip from the UK.

At 10 o’clock we met on the porch of the hotel &obrief introduction about myself, and
our driver for the whole experience. We all thegided to carry on with the talk in the
people carrier so that we could maximize the tineehad for the rest of the day.

The first stop was at the pinewoods of Barbateafshort walk along the cliff top path to
look for any migrants that had been grounded byateather conditions experienced the
day before. Sadly we didn't see any in great nusibperhaps they had sheltered
elsewhere along the coast, or had departed edrighe morning when weather
conditions were favourable. We were soon to haved@mappointment of not finding any
grounded migrants lifted, when our first raptortbé day drifted slowly into sight, a
beautiful Black Kite. We then watched a huge flock $#allows preparing to cross the
Strait of Gibraltar, with a loné¢louse Martin among them. As we walked along the
sandy path, flashes of blue and red drew our atrernio bothBlue and Red Winged
Grasshoppers,while overhead a haunting fluty call instantly Wreur attention to a
group of 17 magnificently coloureBee-eaters. To cap off our visit to the Barbate
Pinewoods, as we were packing our equipment ireovéinicle, soaring overhead, slowly
rising into the sky was our first eagle of the taf’ale-phase Booted Eagle.

Not only did the pathways along this scenic routewafor great views of the sites
birdlife, coast and beaches, it also held a lotothfer flora and fauna. Flanking the
pathway were large blocks of stone, these are ligete sites reptiles as places to bask
in the early morning sun. Even though we walkeavbland quietly we did not see any
reptiles. There were though, numerous tracks kethdih lizards and snakes identified in
the fine sand.

We then departed for the next visit which was atsialk along the beach winding up to
the Cabo Trafalgar, providing us close viewsQoésted Lark and a lond~an-Tailed
Warbler flitting along the fence of the lighthouse gardeRnisis allowed beautiful views
out to sea where the famous battle of Trafalgak fgace. A short time was taken sea-
watching but the only movement of birds were a @annetsandYellow-legged Gulls.

It was then decided by the group to break for lundre stopped for a drink at a
traditional Spanish venta, and then sat on theyshadch for lunch and a paddle to cool
warm feet.

Following a phone call from FIRMM, who had informed the weather conditions for
Wednesday were not favourable for the whale andhilol trip, and offered us
alternatives. After a group discussion we decidedswap Wednesday’s itinerary for
Tuesday.
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After lunch we started walking along the Conil tarBate coastal walk. Here we saw our
first waders of the trip, includinganderling, Ringed, Little-ringed and Kentish
Plovers, Curlew SandpipersandDunlin. After walking a short distance our attention
was drawn to large numbers 8fvallowsfeeding over a field. After scanning for a few
minutes we were treated to our first harriers eftitp, a stunning malklontagus and a
Marsh. As our attention turned skywards there were lpagées ofSwifts, and hovering

in the distance, 8hort- toed Eagle We were also rewarded with a very good view of an
Iberian Hare and flittering along the path@ouded Yellow Butterfly.

After getting back to the vehicle we dropped evag/dack to the hotel, to freshen up
before the evening excursion to Chiclana Park. Weeal at Chiclana Park about 45
minutes before sunset. Tonight was about bats add bf the early evening. So armed
with bat detectors in hand we set off. Now fromliearvisits we knew where best to
position ourselves as | had previously sed€estrel that seemed to favour catching and
eating bats. Very soon the detectors picked upllaaféer a quick scan we found our
quarry. The first of maniloctule Batsstarted flying over our heads silhouetted against
the darkening sky, suddenly bomb-bursting in ateclions as th&estrel once again
shot into view, hoping to snatch its dinner onwheg.

As the sky darkened it became apparent there wasthing else on the wing. Off came
my white baseball cap, and with some bemused lbskarted moving it up and down.
Shortly, looking the fool paid dividends, wherRad-necked Nightjar alighted on the
ground beside us. We enjoyed excellent view of thdividual along with the dark
ghostly forms of others flying around us, as wetsthon our way back. Further along
the track, the bat detectors alerted us to theirigdouzz of theSoprano Pipistrelle So
we stopped to see if we could catch sight of tmalsbat. Very shortly we saw the bat
flying up and down searching for its prey, lookingry much like a tiny fighter plane
patrolling its patch.

Asthe light had now finally gone, we all returnedhe hotel to end a fruitful first day.
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DAY TWO. TUESDAY.

After pick-up from the hotel we journeyed down tarifa for the Whale and Dolphin
trip. On the way we saw @attle Egret roost, but were unable to stop. We decided to
stop the next day to try for photos. We all meFERMM'’s office to be led down to the
qguayside, which offered us up a loharnstone and a group ofrellow-Legged Gulls
hoping to snatch a quick snack, for an excellemtfgssional and passionate introduction
to the cetaceans that could be seen on this trip.l&ff Tarifa harbour looking back
towards the stunning Moorish influenced architestdominating the harbour walls.

It was not long before our first sightings startédese were some of the pelagic species
we were hoping to see, includifdanx, Mediterranean and Cory’s Shearwater. A
pleasant and unexpected find was a IGneat-White Egret flying down the Strait. Soon
we were treated to our first sighting of a podPdbt Whales, we enjoyed these awesome
animals until they fell asleep and then left thenemjoy their peaceful slumber. Then out
of nowhere swimming just feet away was another fagrioup comprising of adults and
their calves. All in all we enjoyed about 76 ofskeawesome mammals.

Not only were we to enjoy whales on this trip, bvg were also to be treated to the
playful antics of bothStriped and Bottlenose Dolphinssurfing the bow wave of our
boat. To be close enough, and lucky enough, tdleta look these obviously intelligent
and sentient animals in the eye was emotional. é\en the droplets of fishy smelling
water sparkling as they burst over us all, detchéitem the personal experience we were
all thoroughly enjoying. It only made this expegermore tangible. This, i think, is true
to say, all aboard, found it to be the most awgimsy, remembered and emotional part
of the overall 6 day AWE Experience.

Leaving Tarifa on a high, we moved on to the mageift ruins of the Roman town of
Baleo Claudio, nestled below the dominating Siedada Plata’s. We decided to first
have lunch on Bolonia beach so we were rechargedhle to enjoy the rest of the day’s
experience. While enjoying the Roman Ruins, a IBfeck-Eared Wheatear flittered
around and basking in the glorious sunshine wasgeOccellated lizard. We were also
lucky to be able to observe a group of archaedi®giacovering even more wonders of
this large and impressive site. Before leaving werenvable to observe a group of 28
European Pond Terrapin basking in the water of a stream.

We then took the winding road up the Sierra deldals to the Swift watchpoint. Little
did we know of the exciting few hours ahead of As?soon as we arrived, we started
scanning the huge rock face above us. Very sooweave rewarded with a lovely view of
Blue-Rock Thrush. Then we were looking through our telescope&ritfon Vultures,
waiting for the thermals, to enable them to clinklyvgards to look for food. When the
weather conditions for raptor migration was jughtj we were rewarded with excellent
views of Goshawk, Sparrowhawk, Black Kite, Bootedand Bonellis Eagle, Honey
Buzzard and best of all an impressive lodark-phase Eleonoras FalconOur patience
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of scanning parties of swifts moving overhead poadunot onlyCommon, Pallid and
Alpine Swift, but one of the target species of this site weewerost hoping to see, two
stunningLittle Swifts.

Before leaving the watch poimie also sawCrag Martin, more Bee-eaters anlberian
Green Woodpecker and aPurple Emperor Butterfly.

DAY THREE. WEDNESDAY

Today we started early so as to be able to geta&attle Egret roost for some digi-
scoping. We counted approximately 173 in totaleAthis we started out for some raptor
watching on the way to Gibraltar, little did we kmavhat we were to be treated too.
There are a few watch-points along the way and ritipg where the birds are moving,
dictates where we would stop. We decided to staheaMirador El Strechio for drinks
and to enjoy the stunning views across the Swaldrocco.

With telescopes at the ready we decided to scasky¢o see if there were any raptors
migrating as weather conditions were very favowaBkfore long we were to be treated
to an awesome migration spectacle. Flying gracefalio view the first birds started to
pass overhead. By the end of the stay we had redpidbuzzard 37 Short-toed
Eagles 67 Black Kites, 46 Honey Buzzards and 73 Booted Eaglesincluding four
dark phase individuals, 28 Griffon Vultures, a loneEgyptian vulture andRed Kite.
We also recorded kettle of aroundl66 White Storks.

Flitting between bushes around the watch point we recordgtisCSardinian and
Orphean Warblers. We also recorded our flistian Chiffchaff .

After a hard decision to leave we carried on tor@tar. After a group decision, it was
decided that it was too hot to stay in Gibraltad another site would be preferred. So we
started out for a backup site. This was throughLite Alcornacarles National Park. As
we started through, we passed throughGbek Oak forests where the bark is harvested
for corks for wine bottles. We then had to takénarsstop at a garage and while waiting
we were to be treated to two huge and impresBiaek Vultures soaring gracefully
overhead.

After starting out for the next site we saw a grofigightLesser Kestrelsand four more
Short-toed Eagles On arrival at Pinar we found the paths had becowezgrown and
not easy to walk, so decided to move on to Chicl&tdl, we were rewarded with our
first Greater Flamingos a group ofL8, 2 Caspian Terns 11 White Storks and a lone
Black-winged stilt.
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At a gentle pace, we started up the river bank tdsvéhe Marismas. They were to prove
very productive indeed. Among the species we saerew4 Greater Flamingos 5
Spoonbills, a lonePurple Heron, and aGreat White Egret.

To end the day, we braved mosquitos, and with kepein hand, we waited for the
spectacle to begin. After about ten minutes, the Hf not tens, but hundreds bfhite
Storks soared effortlessly towards there roost, no moae 50 feet above our heads. The
click counter was clicking so fast that even whistbit of kit it was hard to keep up with
each kettle of storks as they passed overheadhéonéxt 20 minutes or so. The total in
the end was ovelr500individuals, an awesome sight indeed.

The day ended with a fine meal, at a local trad@lBodega, very much enjoyed by all.

DAY FOUR. THURSDAY.

Today was all about Coto Donana; one of Europe’stnmeavily protected National

Parks. It holds an international Biosphere rankbegause of it's importance as a
wintering ground for thousands of Europe’s wildfoarld water birds. Still, this in no

way detracts from the beauty of the area in tharant To allow for the enjoyment of all

the varied habitats the park has to offer, the Wag split into two parts. The morning

started with us all having breakfast in San LucarBarremeda, before the boat trip up
the river Guadalquivir.

As we started up the river the first sightings te@rno fly into view. Moving along the
river banks wer€aspian, SandwichandBlack Terns. Waders running busily along the
bank includedsrey Plover, Oystercatcherand good numbers &urlew. We all then,
with binoculars and telescopes in hand disembafked short guided walk into the
periphery of the Park. We were shown a few of taditional house’s and had a talk on
how man interacts with nature within the confinéshe park. This was found to be very
interesting as conservation and education are poriient part of our AWE experience.

We were then led to an observation point to seeesainthe larger mammals and birdlife
of the park. As we all know with nature, nothinggsaranteed, so while at the watch
point we settled down to see what we could seeerAdtshort time, we were able to see a
few Fallow Deerfeeding at the edge of the woodland, apart froesétithere was nothing
else to see. As we again started to scan the skiegaze was drawn to some raptors
circling in the distance. As they came nearer wddeee three werglack kites and one
Booted Eagle Then an expectant hush came over us all whemagtenow obviously
much larger than the others, slowly came nearerdcid be that lady luck was on our
side. The bird was very large and had white leaduhges along the front of the wing and
the body very dark. We were indeed lucky, as wdccoow see it was a magnificent
Spanish Imperial Eagle We left to embark on the boat in a buoyant madlé df
expectation for our next stop.
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From previous trips the next stop was known to lbes avith birds, and as we have a
limited time here we prepared to disembark firstrtaximize our short stay here. Our
luck was to again reward us with fine views of thellife to be found here. Kindly the
crew of the boat allowed us to disembark first agul straight to the bird screen,
separately from the main group, where we wereno & mass of waterbirds, filling every
niche the site offered. As there were so many lindsee, we all started to scan our own
patch, and the calls of excitement were soon tbdaed. By the time we had to leave we
had seerfFlamingos Black-winged Stilts, Black andBar-tailed Godwit, Avocet, four
Great White Egret, Spoonbill, Little Stint andCurlew Sandpiper. Unfortunately our
time here came to an end and we left for the Wxzak to San Lucar.

Before we left for our next trip into Donana, wemted for lunch and sampled some of
the gorgeous ice-creams the area has to offer. dlatably refreshed we set off. We
arrived at El Rocio to transfer into a four-whegld vehicle to enter the park. El Rocio
itself was very interesting; all the roads weredsao as not to damage the hooves of the
horses that are a very important part of daily tése, with each house having a stable at
the back of the house. Very soon we arrived atfiosir watch point; straight away we
started seeing some of the birds Donana has to dHege concentrations &lossy lbis
Flamingos Black-winged Stilts, a singleMarsh Harrier and running over the walls
were several species of lizard includitigerian Wall Lizards and severalGecko
species.

Moving into the heart of the park we stopped atatciv point that is good for raptors. As
the weather conditions were not favourable we weny pleased to be rewarded with
Short-toed Eagle bothpale and dark phaseBooted Eagle Black Kite and best of all,
a rare find, alark phase Montagus Harrier. While watching the open space in front of
us we were lucky to see both stags and hindgeofandFallow Deer; theRed deerwith
many pointed antlerg\t this time of the year, after a long hot seasba,water levels are
very low so most of the wildlife is concentratedeséver water is found. Our guide knew
exactly where they were and while we drove to them were treated to a very
interesting, knowledgeable and clearly, passiotalte about the eco-systems and flora
and fauna of Donana, stopping to show us a palritdé Owls and their nest burrow,
Crested Larks andYellow Wagtails.

At our next two stops, just a few of the birds wanaged to find, wer&reenshank
Little Stint, Temminks Stint, Ruff, Gadwall, a group ofLesser Kestrelsand an
exciting, rare find for the park, dack Snipe with a group ofSnipe alongside it to
compareBefore the return trip we visited the visitor centor a rest break. There was a
very good information centre and a chance to hb® reserve by purchasing items
relevant to the trip. Just as we were leaving whth sun dropping quickly towards the
horizon giving us views of a magnificent sunsetr guide stopped to show us great
views of a lond?urple Swamp Hen

As we were driving back through El Rocio our gusiepped to show udouse Martin
nests. Now, on their own or in an ordered strigytiweuld be no different than the ones
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in the United Kingdom. Here it looked like the readnd fascias of the house were in
danger of collapsing, the nests covered every sippate of space with nests built on
nests, in some places ten deep and sticking outtao feet. Different emotions were
tugging at our heart strings here, with, on the logsed, joy and amazement on how many
there were and how they are actually staying theard,on the other, a sadness, as we are
reminded of how these beautiful birds are declinmthe UK.

On the way home, even though it was dark, we werket shown another of nature’s
wonders, a huge electrical storm, with both sheet farked lightning, lighting up the
night sky and countryside for miles around, creatinbeautiful snap shot picture of the
surrounding countryside that changed with each fiase of lightning. Then the rains
came, a sudden deluge, which at one point causedpusl over, as there were hailstones
the size of large olives hitting the windshieldelibullets. We survived the ordeal and
when back at the hotel, decided to meet at terockcthe next morning to allow time for
everyone to pack for the flight home.

DAY FIVE. FRIDAY.

The next morning we picked everyone up, and smdsave as long a day as possible
before the flight home we packed everyones luggage the vehicle. After a most
enjoyable evening at Chiclana Park on Monday, tteum decided that if possible a
return visit during daylight hours would be appated. So after packing the vehicle we
set off for the park. On arrival we were greetedhmsy calls of many species of birds. As
we were in woodland most were hard to see. But pétence and sharp eyes, we were
soon, not able to just separate the calls, but @sch fleeting glimpses @potted and
Pied Flycatcher, Nightingale, Firecrest, Crested Tit, Redstart and Short-toed
Treecreeper While walking along the paths and rides we fodndumn Snowflake
andAutumn andSea Squill

After moving out of the woodland we then venturatbia typical example of Maquis
Scrubland. As we were walking at the top of thékpee unintentionally flushed Quail,
making us all jump, as it was not expected. Sitongminently on high perches, we
spotted bothWoodchat and Southern Grey Shrike A lone Hoopoe flew like a giant
butterfly in front of us, but sadly flew out of wie This was a great way to finish our visit
to Chiclana Park.

The next stop on our day’s itinerary was to thedregPuerto Real. After a slow bumpy
journey along the tracks leading down to the lagawa parked up and started walking
along the path that surrounds it, towards the bid¢. On the way we stopped to enjoy
Short-toed andCalandra Lark and then moved on to a gap in the reeds to obskeeve
lake. On first sight there seemed to be no birdsirad, apart from two longittle
Grebes so we turned round to scan the sky and fielddtilmy into view were 4Black
Kite, which quickly turned into 24 and jinking past tlewely Turtle Doves.
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Now we only turned our backs for a few minutes, Wien we turned round, there,
sitting no more than 50 yards away, a magnifié@sprey eating a small fish. All week
we had been talking about seeing@sprey, and here on the last day, we could not have
been treated to a better view. As we pulled ouedsam theOsprey, flying just in front

of us was a singlRed-rumped Swallow A group decision was then made to move onto
the last site of the day as time was running sl@mtthe walk back we heardPan-tailed
Sand grouse and raptors includedBuzzards, 1 Montagus Harrier, 3 Marsh Harrier ,

2 Short-toed Eaglesand 5SLesser Kestrel

The last visit of the AWE- experience was to thglaa Medina. When we arrived we
walked to the watch point and decided to have ooch here as the view over the lake
and surrounding land was majestic. Now, we had tavget species we hoped to find
here, both extremely rare, and armed with optinasmh telescopes we started to scan the
lake. After finding a flotilla ofPochard, pointing into the wind, bobbing up and down
with the swell, we started scanning. Then, bobhipgand down a beautifllVhite-
headed Duck Europe’s rarest. [How we didn’t pick it out earliwe cannot say, this
seems to happen a lot with wildlife, as when therbgets a search pattern, it seems to
stay, and was strange, as once seen, even witlakeel eye, you could make it out.] We
then walked down to the bird hide, braving thiaklst mud, the result of the heavy rains
the night before, where the board walk ended, yatbit of digi-scoping of th&Vhite-
headed duck Sadly when we got inside the hide to look ouhatWhite-headed Duck

it had moved from view, so we started to scan &lke.| This quickly became fruitful, as 3
Black-necked Grebegone still with its stunning summer plumage weyenid. Next we
started scanning the mar@oot, to try to find our last hoped for species, tRed-
knobbed Coot After a lot of patience and comparison betweerdsyi we at last
separated the two species.

Just in time really as we now had to make a maveatch the flight home. On the way
back to the watch point, we managed to see ourbliads of the overall experience,
Booted Eagle Sardinian Warbler, 4 Spoonbills a kettle of 250+ White Stork, and
sitting in the warming rays of the sunliigratory Locust.

Before we arrived at the airport we stopped fonkkiand tapas, to energize before the
flight home, here we discussed what we all got fitben experience and what our most
enjoyable bits were. Sadly, time was too quickly apd it was off to the airport for
goodbyes and the flight home.
